ACTION CENTER ITEM #1 -
Finding your Synergistic team partner or working group

How can you find like-minded people to work with?...Have a “House Party” and show an election integrity movie!
The value of working with others on this topic cannot be overestimated.  If you don’t already have like-minded people to synergize with, plan with, and execute with, here’s an idea for how to find and create an election integrity “team” in your area:  Hold a “House Party” by showing one of these excellent election integrity films:  “Hacking Democracy”, the HBO documentary featuring the research of Bev Harris of Black Box Voting, culminating in the hack of real Diebold voting equipment in Leon County, Florida, in 2006 (purchase through the web site www.hackingdemocracy.com ); or “Uncounted:  The New Math of American Elections”, a great comprehensive look at all the ways votes are not being counted in elections these days, with heavy emphasis on electronic voting (purchase through the website www.uncountedthemovie.com) .  Another excellent film produced by Coalition founder G. Edward Griffin is “invisible Ballots”, an early film on the electronic voting machine problem that has valuable background information and interviews with many experts on the subject.  Though this film promotes a “paper trail” solution to electronic voting, which we now know will not work (details later), it is a valuable film for getting educated on the earlyinformation on this subject. Invite friends, family members or co-workers who seem to have some interest in political topics, and who have an open mind.  Let them know that you are interested in forming an election integrity group in your area, or in joining in with a group that may already be operating in your area.

If you are starting your own group, make up a name.  You don’t have to register it anywhere unless you decide to become a non-profit (which, BTW, is a lot of paperwork, organization, detail, and resulting in exacting IRS returns, so be prepared if/when you take this step!)  A simple name such as your town or county’s name, plus, Election Watch, or Election Integrity, or, Ballot Integrity.  OR, have some fun and get creative making up a name that is catchy but also states your motive.  


Now that you have some buddies (or a buddy) to work with,…read on.
